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Stone Wall Restoration

Problem:

A stone wall at a residential
property in Hummelstown, PA
had begun to collapse downslope
(photo to right). Natresco staff
investigated the wall and found
that no drainage had been
installed upgradient of the wall.
The arrow shows the slope of the
land, the red line the angle of the
wall (prior to restoration) and the
blue line the angle of the wall
after project completion.

Solution:
Natresco staff excavated a trench
behind the wall, installed a fabric

layer, drainage channel and
perforated drain pipe. We then
jacked up the wall and supported it
with additional stone at the base.

Result:

The outcome was a properly-sloping wall with adequate drainage,
and stable upgradient soil area for establishment of lawn.
